When decorating | choose paints and varnishes that are labelled low

| use cream cleaning products, rather than sprays, wherever possible

| vacuum and mop often to keep pollutants and allergens, that
accumulate in dust, at bay

| avoid artificial scents in my personal care products, such as shampoo,
deodorant and soaps

| have a renewable home energy tariff to cut out polluting fossil fuels
