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Remembering the Falklands

Gosport is the home of the Falklands Veterans Foundation. 
Derek “Smokey” Cole, its chief executive, served onboard 
HMS Intrepid as a POMEM(M) – Petty Officer Marine 
Engineer and Mechanic – during the conflict. 

He said: “There were many servicemen and families living 
in Gosport in 1982 who became involved in the conflict 

and sadly some did not return from the South Atlantic  
but will always be remembered. 

“A massive thank you goes to the people of Gosport for 
their support, not just for this year’s commemoration but 
for what they did in 1982, playing a major role in getting 
the task force prepared for an epic journey of 8,000 miles.”

Falklands veterans marched through Gosport on 29 May, after a 
commemoration service to mark the 40th anniversary of the conflict.
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A new bus station for Gosport has been given the green light – providing a massive  
boost to our plans for a new-look waterfront.

Hampshire County Council has given planning permission 
for a modern new station near the Falkland Gardens. This 
helps pave the way for the removal of the dated current 
station to make way for an attractive new waterfront area.

The new interchange will have a more efficient layout, 
including a modern shelter with real-time information 
displays and a “living” green roof. 

The taxi rank and pick-up/drop-off will move to the 
current bus station site, fronting South Street, and short-
stay parking will move to The Esplanade. 

There will also be a link across the High Street between 
North and South Cross Street, to bring bus passengers 
closer to the main shopping area. 

Cllr Peter Chegwyn, Leader of Gosport Borough  
Council, said: “This is a major milestone in our efforts 
to breathe new life into the town centre, modernise our 
public transport links and transform the gateway to 
Gosport.” 

The new bus station has been designed to be sensitive  
to its setting near the gardens. 

The project is being led by the county council, using 
£5.2m from the government’s transforming cities fund, 
plus up to £700,000 from Gosport Borough Council.

Smoothing the way
We’ve won £1.35m of government money to help progress our vision of a new waterfront development. 
The funding is intended to help prepare the current bus station area, including demolition work, to make it a more 
attractive proposition for developers.
The new harbourside area could include bars and restaurants, shops, a hotel, a gym and a visitor centre. 
The money comes from the brownfield land release fund, via the One Public Estate programme.

There are more than 20, and you  
can find your nearest one at www.gosport.gov.uk/recyclingbanks

The banks take glass bottles and jars – please give these a quick rinse first.  
Please don’t include other types of glass, such as drinking glasses or Pyrex. Lids 
should go in your rubbish bin. 

We don’t have a household collection for glass at the moment but hope to 
introduce one as part of the national waste strategy being developed by the 
government.

The recycling process in Hampshire means that glass at the moment has to be 
delivered to the recycling plant separately. If we collected it in the vehicles we 
use now, there would be a problem with glass breaking and contaminating other 
materials, such as paper and cardboard.

At present, we don’t have the budget to set up a separate glass collection with  
a new vehicle and separate containers for every household. But it’s a priority for 
us to increase the amount of waste recycled, including glass. See p11.

Glass recycling – keep it up!
Last year Gosport residents recycled 1,464 tonnes of glass. Thanks very much!

If you haven’t had yours yet, thanks 
for your patience - we’re working hard on it. If you haven’t had a letter from us yet, look out for one soon.

The recent sharp rise in energy prices is 
worrying many people. But there’s help 
available.
We’re running free advice and home improvement schemes 
to help you save energy and money.

If you own or privately rent a home with poor energy 
efficiency, and your household income is £30,000 or less, 
you could be eligible for improvements such as insulation, 
storage heaters, air source heat pumps or solar panels. 
Homeowners can get the measures for free, while landlords 
need to contribute.

And if you meet any of a broad range of income, health 
or vulnerability criteria, you could get a free visit from an 
expert who can help you cut your bills and find funding 
for energy-saving improvements.

The refurbishment of the station, which is a council 
building, was made possible with a grant from NCI 
nationally, boosted by donations from local businesses and 
Lee Residents Association.

Station manager Ron Hamilton said: “The improvements 
at the station will enable us to provide an enhanced service 
to our maritime safety partners and to all users of the 
Solent both on the water and on shore.”
