The table below shows who has responsibility to carry out repairs for 
various items.

Please note that items which are damaged by you, your family or your 
visitors must be repaired at your own cost. If we repair these items for 
you, we may charge you for the cost.

Structural stability

roofs, walls, floors and ceilings �

floors, including floor tiles and coverings laid by GBC �

your floor coverings - and any flooring left by 
the previous tenant �

window frames, external door frames and external doors �

letterboxes �

chimneys (excluding trapped birds) �

gutters and external pipes �

stores and sheds owned by the Council �

window and door glass and single glazing –
damaged by tenant �

with police crime reference number �

double glazing – damaged by tenant �

clothes posts, lines and rotary driers
provided by the Council in communal areas �

clothes posts, lines and rotary driers
not provided by the Council �

keeping drain gullies clear �

Security

faulty external door locks, window catches and
security devices if provided by the Council �

lost keys or broken key in lock �

additional locks and other security devices �

Water Services

water tanks, cylinders and pipes �

cylinder jackets �

pipes in outbuildings damaged by freezing �

washing machine fittings and wastes, including supply
valves, unless provided by the Council �

Sanitary Installations

damage to sink, basin, WC pan and cistern, bath or shower �

waste pipes and traps �

taps and tap washers �

WC seats and lids �

sink, bath and basin plugs and chains �

blocked internal waste pipes and traps �

disabled adaptations installed by the Council �

fair wear and tear to sanitary items �

any misuse/accidental damage �
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Electrical Installation

wiring and consumer units �

switches, lighting and power points (except fittings
installed by the tenant) �

appliances provided by the Council �

smoke alarms, unless provided by the Council �

Solid fuel heating installations

the bricks, grates, frets, firebacks and back boilers �

kitchen fitments and worktops provided by the Council �

internal door furniture, hinges, locks, catches and bolts �

dividing garden fences and walls �

fences to side and rear external boundary �

fences not provided by the Council �

gates on an external boundary �

maintenance of gardens, hedges and trees �

damage caused by installing TV, satellite
or other aerial* �
