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ROLE OF DEPUTY MAYOR

1. Main Role
1.1
To support the Mayor in his/her role as the first citizen of the Borough.

1.2
To represent the Council as necessary as the Deputy to the Mayor at public and private functions.

1.3
In the absence of the Mayor to preside over meetings of full Council so that its business can be carried out efficiently and with regard to the rights of Councillors and the interests of the community.

2. Duties and Responsibilities
2.1
To preside over meetings of full Council in the absence of the Mayor ensuring equality of opportunity for all Councillors to participate in the decision making process.

2.2
To be an ambassador for and promote the Borough as the deputy to the first citizen.

2.3
To deputise for, or assist, the Mayor in leading official civic visits by the Council.

2.4
To represent the Mayor at non-political ceremonies, social occasions and services of prayer and remembrance when the Mayor is unable to attend.

2.5
To deputise for, or support, the Mayor in his/her role when acting as host to visitors, including members of the Royal Family, overseas visitors and other civic dignitaries.

2.6
To support the Mayor in undertaking duties associated with the Mayor’s nominated charities.

2.7
In support of the Mayor to be the embodiment of the Council’s dignity.

2.8
In the absence of the Mayor to be the conscience of the Council.

2.9
To support the Mayor in upholding and promoting the purposes of the Constitution and, with advice from the Borough Solicitor, to interpret the Constitution in the Mayor’s absence.

2.10
In the absence of the Mayor to ensure that the Council meeting is a forum for debate of matters of concern to the local community and the place where members who do not sit on Boards, are able to hold the members of the Boards and the Standards and Audit Sub Board to account.

2.11
To promote public involvement in the Council’s activities.
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
